1st Law of ENERGY STAR Benchmarking

• Energy Data Must Correspond with 
Building Space Data
– Account for All Energy Sources
– Include All Building Spaces



2nd Law of ENERGY STAR Benchmarking

• Follow the Guidelines for Building Space 
Definitions

– Vacant Space– Vacant Space
– Computer Rooms
– Spaces with Varied Occupancy Hours
– Parking



3rd Law of ENERGY STAR Benchmarking

• If Your Score is 1 or 100, Something 
Went Wrong
– Go Back to the 1st & 2nd Laws
